
A 500-acre tenanted farm on the Powis Estate running 800 

Lleyn and Romney ewes which lamb outside and 300 Angus 

and Hereford calves, reared on grass and outwintered on 

forage crops through to 20-24 months at approx. 250-

320kg DW. Another 450 calves are contract reared for  

Dunbia. The farm aims to produce 1 tonne of LW per hec-

tare and profit which is 3 times its single farm payment.  

Partridge Farm spans just over 800 hectares and is 

home to his 300 Stabiliser performance recorded suck-

ler cows and 1,000 Lleyn ewes. The sucklers are split 

into two units, a 180-cow spring-calving herd and a 120-

cow autumn-calving herd both producing quality maternal 

high health status breeding stock and bulls finished in a 

semi intensive system.

This exemplary mixed farm finishes approx. 1800 store 

cattle and 15,000 store lambs. Cattle are bought in from 

local markets, vaccinated on arrival, housed in straw yards 

and fed on home grown grain 

and forage. Muck is then  

utilised on the 1000 acres of 

arable ground.
